Senator Hagel will receive the
RaALPH J BuncHE AwARD FOR Dip-
LomATIC ExceLLENCE. Hagel served
two terms in the United States
Senate (1997-2009), represent-
ing the state of Nebraska. He is
co-chair of the President’s Intel-
ligence Advisory Board, chair of the
Atlantic Council, member of the
Secretary of Defense’s Policy Board,
and a Distinguished Professor at
Georgetown University and the
University of Nebraska at Omaha.

LeADERSHIP AWARD will go to Mr.
Turner, who transformed television
when he created the worldwide
Cable News Network and other
communications ventures. A noted
philanthropist, he chairs the Turner
Foundation to improve and pro-
tect the environment, created the
United Nations Foundation with
his historic $1 billion pledge, and

He is renowned for
reporting and analysis in internation-
al affairs and broke new ground with
Nightline on ABC-TV in response to
the Iran hostage crisis. After 25 years
with Nightline, he served as manag-

ing editor for the Discovery Channel.

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Our Diplomats Live on through Their Oral Histories

We are always saddened to learn of the passing of our diplomatic colleagues. At the same time, we are grati-
fied that ADST has preserved many of their insights and experiences for future generations through our books
and oral histories. Last year forty-seven oral history participants left us. So far in 2009 twenty-nine have died.
Recently these included James LiLLey, WELLs STABLER, and James M. WiLson. The following excerpts from
their oral histories reflect the richness of their interviews and provide slices of the social and diplomatic history
that they lived. The full texts of the interviews (and 1500 others) can be found on the Web site of the Library of
Congress through an Internet search for “Frontline Diplomacy.”

James Lilley was ambassador to South Korea and China and had a distinguished career in intelligence. Grow-
ing up in China, where he was born when his father was with Standard Oil there.
